For see, it says, As soon as ye
be come into the city ye shall straightway find him, before he go up
to the high place to eat; for the people will not eat until he come,
because he doth bless the sacrifice, and afterwards they eat that be
bidden. Why did they make such a long story of it? Because women
are fond of talking. Samuel, however, says that it was so that they
might feast their eyes on Saul's good looks, since it is written, From
his shoulders and upward he was higher than any of the people; R.
Johanan says it was because one kingdom cannot overlap another
by a hair's breadth.
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
