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! Pruning of dry/dead branches, specifically of vines (Mefaresh).

2 Weeding by uprooting the bad weeds (Mefaresh, d.h. kisuach).

3 Digging around vines (Mefaresh); digging between seeds to soften the ground and help plants grow (Me’iri).

4 Cutting bad weeds (Mefaresh).

5 Pruning of dry/dead branches, specifically of trees (Mefaresh); of either trees or vines (Me’iri).

6 Pruning extra branches, even if also live (Mefaresh).

7 Supporting a leaning tree (Mefaresh); tying branches so that they grow upwards (Ran); Cutting off all of the branches except for the
trunk so the trunk grows bigger (Me'iri #1).

8 Placing manure at the base of a tree (Mefaresh); in any location (Me’iri #1); Cutting off damage done by bugs or worms (“yabelet”)
(Me’iri #2 citing Yerushalmi); removing nests of bugs (a cocoon?) (Tosfot Harosh citing Yerushalmi).

% Removing stones on the roots of the tree (Mefaresh); removing the extra leaves that prevent sun from ripening the fruits (Me’iri).
10 Covering the visible roots with dirt (Mefaresh); Tying a bandage around a cut in a tree (to seal it?) (Me’iri #1); Cover the tree with
spices to make the fruits more appealing (Me’iri #3); put a special mixture of ingredients (described in Pesachim 56a) (Tosfot Harosh
citing Yerushalmi); Remove dust and dirt from the tree (Tosfot Harosh citing Aruch).

11 Removing bugs/worms by “smoking” the tree (Mefaresh); “Smoking” the tree to dry out excessive fattiness/moisture (Me’iri #2).
12 Digging around olive trees (Mefaresh).

13 Removing stones from a vineyard (Mefaresh).

1 Filling in the cracks (Mefaresh).
