All the forces of nature, which act as God’s agents, yn551 120> 89, do not swerve from their
fixed course... Rainfall and changes in atmospheric precipitation effect changes in the earth’s atmosphere, which
in turn modify the effect of the sun’s rays. All these depend on the o>nwi Y nnan, which God entrusted to His
moral rule...
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
