Chapter One

Mishnah The Mishnah begins by discussing the Mitzvah of Shiluach HaDean, or the
shooing of a Dean:

1. Rashi discusses to which Ark this refers. He notes that sometimes, Rav Twersky
descends before the Ark in the Glueck Beis Medrash and sometimes in the Heights
Lounge (which is called Sheiblach), but never in the Shenk Synagouge, because Rabbi
Reichman always serves as the chazzan there. He continues to note that regardless of
where Rav Twersky serves as the chagzan, Rabbi Rapp will not be present.

2. Rashi. Hagahos HaRadio notes that the Gemara in Berachos (28a) states that after
the addition of the blessing against the heretics, there are really 19 blessings, not 18.
He notes that because Rav Twersky has a different nusach (formulation) for some of

the blessings, including the blessing for Jerusalem, so only 18 were counted.

3. This refers to Rabbi Taubes Sr. (i.e. Rabbi Michael Taubes), who was formerly the
principal of MTA until the year of upheaval in 1999 (See Tosafos, Maseches MTA,
c.f. Rabbi Tanbes), at which point he was appointed as Rosh Yeshiva, and after the
shooing away of Rabbi Penner, he was selected as interim Dean of RIETS per the
process described in the beginning of the third chapter of Sanbedrin (23a), and not
his son, Rabbi Yaakov Taubes, who serves as the assistant director of RIETS pro-
gramming (Rashz).

Now that the Gemara has clarified and answered it’s question
as to the source of the general Mitzvah of Shiluach HaDean,
the Gemara asks about the source of the next clause in the
Mishnah, that the law applies in the land of Israel and outside
of it:

NOTES

1. Rashi notes that this is also known as “The House that Joel Built”, as it was built
during President Richard Joel’s tenure as President.

2. This refers to Rabbi Blass and Rabbi Bacon, who are the Mashgichim (dating
coaches) of Glueck. Rashi notes that this does not include Rabbi Krohn, who is the
Mashgiach of the Fischel Beis Medrash, as that is “across the sea”. By extension, Klein
is excluded as well.

3. Rashi notes that this is a reference to the story the Gemara records in Tractate
Taanis (21a), where Ilfa and Rabbi Yochanan were sitting under a rickety wall and
Rabbi Yochanan overheard an angel say “come, let us knock this wall over them and
kill them”.

4. Rashi indicates that he learned this from his Rebbz, Rabbi Yehuda Amital of Yeshi-
vat Har Etzion (some manuscripts read “Gush”)

5. He is referred to as “the President” to distinguish him from Rabbi Etan Moshe
Berman, who is a R”M in the SBMP program of the Yeshiva (Rashi).

6. Tosafos addresses how it is possible for Erica Brown, a woman, to be in a position of
authority, as the Sifrei Devarim (Deuteronomy 17:15) derives that only men can be in
positions of authority. Tosafos answers by rejecting the premise of the question, as
Erica Brown has no authority at all; she just wastes the Yeshiva’s money by giving
money to the Leadership Scholars (some have a variant text that reads
“YUConnects”) and running missions to idol worship (see Rosh Hashanah 22b).
Furthermore, they note that the Sacks-Herenstein Center does not have a mission

statement on the YU website, thus indicating that they serve no purpose at all, aside
from wasting the Yeshiva’s money.

7. Rashi notes that this is called a “Mayor” in old French.

8. There are two variant texts of this line in different manuscripts: one that reads
Torat and one that reads Toras. Rashi strongly rejects the former reading.

9. Rashi explains that Moshe Leon was referring to the branch of the Yeshiva that will
open in Jerusalem. Tosafos question this from multiple angles. They note that the
Yeshiva already has a branch in Jerusalem in the Gruss institute, but rejects this, as
that branch is only for RIETS, not UTS (this distinction was not mentioned in the
Mishnah as the difference was not actively created such, as is the case with responsibil-
ity (see Gemara 2b), but rather was created passively; RIETS has a branch in Jerusa-
lem, but UTS does not actively zot have one). Tosafos also question how the Yeshiva
will establish a branch of UTS next year on the YU campus in Jerusalem, as that space
is currently leased to Yeshivat Torat (some manuscripts read “Toras”) Shraga, and the
Gemara in Bava Metziah (101b) states that a tenant must be given twelve months’
warning before the termination of the lease. Furthermore, they note that Rabbanit
Shani (some manuscripts read “Shanit”) Taragin announced last year that there
would be a branch of UTS opening in Jerusalem, and that was not fulfilled, thus
having violated the prohibition of making false promises. Tosafos resolves these chal-
lenges by suggesting that Rabbanit Taragin’s announcement was in effect the notifi-
cation of the termination of the lease.

1. Hagahos HaRadio notes that this deduction is predicated on a faulty assumption,
as Moshe Leon assumed that the students of the Yeshiva believed in Torar Tzion
when it has been demonstrated that they hold like the Rambam (Introduction to
Perek Chelek) that the only Torah is Toras Emes.

2. Tosafos notes that the Gemara in Berachos (63b)states that “he who sees the twelfth
floor of Belfer Hall [where the office of the President is located] in a dream is destined
to rise to greatness, and presumably Rabbi Reiss saw it.

1. Rashi notes that under Rabbi Berman the President’s Five Torot model, these are
Torat Emet (Toras Emes, in some manuscripts) and Torat Sheker, respectively. Ha-
gahos HaRadio notes that Rabbi Lamm thought these were the same thing, per the
view of Rambam (Yesodei HaTorah, 2:2).

2a. “Modern” as used in the Briesa refers to “Flip Outs”, i.e. those that learned in
Yeshivos such as Reishit, Torat (some read Toras, see above, 2a® note 8) Shraga, Netiv
Aryeh, and Mevaseret (See Hagahos HaRadio, who notes the discrepancy between
Yeshivat Mevaseret Zion and Michlelet Mevaseret Yerushalayim [MMY], the former
as falling into the category of “Modern”/”Flip Out”, and the latter as
“Orthodox”/”Frum From Birth” [see below] as evidenced by the fact that MMY
alumni will only marry boys that went to KBY or Sha’alvim). “Orthodox” as used in
the Briesa refers to “Frum Frum Birth”, i.e. those that learned in Hesder Yeshivos,
such as KBY, Har Etzion (some read “Gush”, see above 2a% note 4), or HaKotel
(Rashi). Rashi notes that the status of Sha’alvim is unclear, as it is officially a Hesder
Yeshiva, but is more similar to the flip out Yeshivos in many ways, despite having an
Israeli program (i.e. shtultz against Israelis, alumni wearing white shirts and hats, etc.
[Hagahos HaRadqo)).

2b. Hagahos HaRadio identifies this statement as being parallel to the statement of
Ramu (Rabbi Mordechai Willig) regarding the proper cantillation of “Modern Or-
thodox”, i.e. that so long as the “modern” is influenced by the “orthodox” (and not
vice versa), it is acceptable.

3. Rashi notes that this statement is parallel to the statement of the Gemara in
Berachos (28a) that those in YC are those that exert effort and do not achieve reward

whereas those in Syms do not exert effort and do achieve reward.

4. Those that learn on the first floor are “socially awkward” and do not learn the same
tractate as the rest of the Yeshiva (Rashz). Hagahos HaRadio identifies this as Rabbi
Michael Rosensweig’s Shiur (RMR) in particular, and not the Halacha Shiurim, as it
is typical for them to not learn the same tractate as the rest of the Yeshiva.

S. Rav Schachter (cited in the Mishnah) wears Ticheileis, but there are those in the
rest of the Yeshiva who do not (i.e. they wear only white strings) and are actively not
tulfilling a Mitzvah (Rashi).

6. Rashi notes that those who wish to learn more about Dr. Belkin could investiagate
the second floor of the library. Tosafos asks how Rashi could suggest this, as the sec-
ond floor of the library is filled with promiscuity (pritzus), and suggests that one can
only go to the library in the morning, when no women are present.

7. Hagahos HaRadio notes that he is specifically referred to as The Rav, and not
“Rav” or “Rabbi”, unlike Rav Schachter’s practice, which is to refer to him as “Rabbi
Soloveitchik”. He further notes that there are those, including Rav Schachter, who
use a variant spelling of “Soloveitchik”, which is incorrect (see Rema and Beis Shmuel
to Yoreb Deah 129).

8. Rashi notes that the Gemara had to specify that the separation was made over wine,
as why else would such a “stupid” decision have been made?

9. Rashi. Tosafos attacks Rashi and asks what novelty he is suggesting, as the Yeshiva
never had any money to begin with and suggest that Rashi was coming to preclude
the even more “perilous financial state” of 2008, in the aftermath of Bernie Madoff.
