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Rabbi Tzvi Pesach Frank was born in 1874, in Kovno, Lithuania, and died in 1960. He studied in
Lithuanian yeshivot. In 1893, he immigrated to Israel, and continued his studies in yeshivot in
Jerusalem. In 1907, he was appointed dayyan in the Jerusalem rabbinic court headed by Rabbi Samuel
Salant, the rabbi of Jerusalem. Rabbi Frank was active in establishing the chief rabbinate of Israel,
and he was instrumental in having Rabbi Abraham Isaac Kook appointed to this post. Frank served as
rabbi of Jerusalem for decades.
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
