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Rabbi Joel Sirkes was born in Poland in 1561, and died there in 1640. A leading
halachic authority in the generation after Rema, Sirkes is renowned for his
commentary on the Tur, the Bayit Chadash, also known by its acronym, Bach
("new house"). This work cites new material on the Tur which was not included in
.(R. Joseph Caro's commentary on the Tur (Bet Yosef
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Rabbi Moses Sofer was born in Frankfurt am Main, Germany, in 1762, and died in
Pressburg, Moravia, in 1839. In 1806 he became the rabbi of Pressburg and he
.was recognized as the outstanding halachic authority of his generation
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
