And that is that He commanded us to

confess the transgressions and sins that
we have done before God and to say them
together with [our] repentance.

Laws of Repentance - contains one
positive mitzvah, that is a sinner should
repent from his sin before God and
confess.

Rambam Teshuva 1:1
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All commandments of the Torah, whether they
be mandatory or prohibitive, if a man violates
any one of them, either presumptuously or
erroneously, when he will repent himself
and turn away from his sinful way, he is
obliged to confess before God, blessed is
He! even as it is said: "When a man or woman
shall commit any sin..... Then they shall confess
their sin which they have done (Num. 5.6—7),
which is a confession of words. Such
confession is a mandatory
commandment.
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it shall come to pass, when all these

things are come upon thee... and shalt

return unto the Lord thy God... that then

the Lord thy God will turn thy captivity,

and have compassion upon thee, and will

return and gather thee from all the

peoples whither the Lord thy God hath

scattered thee" (Deut. 30.14).
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Devarim 30:11-14

11. Surely, this Instruction which I
enjoin upon you this day is not too
baffling for you, nor is it beyond
reach.

12. It is not in the heavens, that you
should say, “Who among us can go up to
the heavens and get it for us and impart it
to us, that we may observe it?”

13. Neither is it beyond the sea, that you
should say, “Who among us can cross to
the other side of the sea and get it for us
and impart it to us, that we may observe
it?”

14. No, the thing is very close to you,
in your mouth and in your heart, to
observe it.

Ramban 30:11
The meaning thereof is that it refers to the entire Torah.

But the correct interpretation is that when he refers
to the entire Torah, he says [as above] Every
commandment which I command thee this day. Rather
[the expression used here] this commandment
refers to [the commandment of] repentance
aforementioned, for the verses, and thou shalt
bethink thyself; and thou shalt return unto the Eternal
thy G-d constitute a commandment, wherein he
commands us to do so. It is stated in a future tense
[rather than in the imperative] to suggest, in the form of
a pledge, that it is destined [that Israel will repent]. And
the sense thereof is to state that if thy outcasts be in the
uttermost parts of heaven and you are under the power
of the nations, you can yet return to G-d and do
according to all that I command thee this day, for the
thing is not hard, nor far off from you, but rather very
nigh unto thee. to do it at all times and in all places. This
is the sense of the expression, in thy mouth, and
in thy heart, that thou mayest do it. meaning
that they confess their iniquity, and the iniquity
of their fathers. by word of their mouth, and
return in their heart to G-d and accept the Torah upon
themselves this day to perform it throughout the
generations, as he mentioned, thou and thy children
with all thy heart, as I have explained.
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Shaarei Teshuva 4:17
And about that which they, may their memory be

blessed, said (Yoma 86a) about [sins that warrant]
excision or a death penalty from the court,
“repenatance and Yom Kippur suspend [the
punishment], and afflictions absolve” - there is a
question: And is it not written (Leviticus 16:30), “of
all your sins; you shall be pure before the Lord?”
And the answer to this is that, that which is
stated, “you shall be pure before the Lord,” is
a positive commandment to repent - that we
search our ways and investigate [them] and
return to the Lord on Yom Kippur. And even
though we have been obligated about this at
all times, this obligation is added on Yom
Kippur. And the purification that is in our hands is
repentance and refinement of [our] deeds. But that
which is written (earlier in Leviticus 16:30), “For on
this day shall atonement be made for you, to purify
you” - which is written about the purification that
God, may He be blessed, is to purify us from iniquity
and atone for us [with] a complete atonement on
Yom Kippur without afflictions - is stated about
[simple] negative commandments. But regarding
[sins that warrant] excision or a death penalty from
the court, repenatance and Yom Kippur [only]
suspend [the punishment], and afflictions absolve.
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Rav Binyamin Tabory, The Weekly Mitzvah, “Teshuva”
Rabbenu Yona may have meant that all year round, a person who commits a sin bears

an obligation to perform teshuva for that particular sin. On Yom Kippur, however, we
are required to attain a state of purification from all our sins (see Vayikra 16:30). If a
person performs teshuva for only part of his sins, he does not meet this requirement and
does not fulfill the mitzva. Rabbeinu Yona (ibid. 1:9) indeed writes that forgiveness is
granted for any type of teshuva, whereas purity requires much more. To illustrate this
point, Rabbenu Yona draws an analogy to a soiled garment. Standard laundering may
remove some stains, but the garment will remain dirty until it is laundered thoroughly

and all stains are removed.
