1. Avodah Zarah 36b (Davidson Edition translation)
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As Rav Yehuda says: At that time, after the incident involving Amnon and Tamar (see Il Samuel 13:1-19), they
decreed with regard to seclusion. The Sages said in response to the objection: There, in David’s court, seclusion
with a Jewish woman was prohibited, but seclusion with a gentile woman was not prohibited. And the students
of Shammai and Hillel came and decreed a prohibition even with regard to seclusion with a gentile woman.

2. Yevamot 47b (modified Davidson Edition translation)
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And they inform him of the sin of neglecting the mitzva to allow the poor to take gleanings, forgotten sheaves,
and produce in the corner of one’s field. And they do not overwhelm him with threats, and they are not exacting
with him about the details of the mitzvot. Rabbi Elazar said: What is the verse from which this ruling is derived?
As it is written: “And when she saw that she was steadfastly minded to go with her, she left off speaking with
her” (Ruth 1:18).
Naomi said to her: On Shabbat, it is prohibited for us to go beyond the Shabbat limit. Ruth responded: “Where
you go, I shall go” (Ruth 1:16), and no further. Naomi said to her: It is forbidden for us to be alone together with
a man with whom it is forbidden to engage in relations. Ruth responded: “Where you lodge, I shall lodge” (Ruth
1:16), and in the same manner. Naomi said to her: We are commanded to observe six hundred and thirteen mitzvot.
Ruth responded: “Your people are my people” (Ruth 1:16). Naomi said to her: Idolatrous worship is forbidden to
us. Ruth responded: “Your G-d is my G-d”” (Ruth 1:16). Naomi said to her: Four types of capital punishment were
handed over to a court with which to punish those who transgress the mitzvot. Ruth responded: “Where you die,
I shall die” (Ruth 1:17). Naomi said to her: Two burial grounds were handed over to the court, one for those
executed for more severe crimes and another for those executed for less severe crimes. Ruth responded: “And
there I shall be buried” (Ruth 1:17). Immediately following this dialogue, the verse states: “And when she saw
that she was steadfastly minded she left off speaking with her” (Ruth 1:18).
