In fact, the Water-Drawing Celebration teaches us an important lesson. Generally speaking, we
can divide up life’s activities into two categories: means and ends. We naturally distinguish
between their relative importance, and look upon means as merely a prerequisite to attain a
desired goal, but lacking any intrinsic value.

While our current reality makes a sharp distinction between means and ends, nonetheless this
original ideal was not completely lost to us. When we sanctify our actions and perform them
altruistically, with a pure motive to fulfill God’s will, then even that which only facilitates a mitzvah
is elevated to the level of the final goal. At this level of intent, even our preparations have a ‘taste’
of the sweetness and meaningfulness of the mitzvah itself. So it was with the Simchat Beit-
HaSho'eivah celebrations: even in the preparatory act of drawing the water one could sense the
joy and holiness of the actual mitzvah of offering the water on the Temple altar.
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
