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Moshe answers, “Don’t be afraid. Stand still and see the salvation of G-d.”
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King David: The greatness, and the power, and the glory, and the victory, and the majesty, are
yours, G-d... the Kingdom is Yours, G-d, and You are exalted as head above all.
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(The King)— that is his heart be not I|fted up above his brothers, and that he not turn away from
the commandments.
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Shmuel the Prophet tells the Jewish people that he took nothlng from them and never took a
bribe.
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This is the verse quoted in the Talmud (Shekalim 8a) about the need to not only be right, but to
be seen to be right in dealing with public money
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The mistake of King Saul: | was afraid of the people and obeyed their voice.
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G-d tested Moshe in how he cared for sheep.
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David proved hlmself in carlng for sheep, even savmg one from the mouth of alion.
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King David instructs his son Solomon to be strong, to accomplish, not to be fearful, and to trust
G-d.
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King Solomom is concerned that Hashem has made him King over a people of multitude.
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Judah admits that, Tamar “has been more righteous than 1.”
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King David acknowledges that he sinned in his going to Batsheva.
