...According to this [surface level] interpretation, this Mishnah’s message is restricted only to
judges (and not even to all judges, only those who preside over Bais Din, a very exclusive
category, as is obvious from the statements of the Alter Rebbe’s Shulchan Aruch). However, the
two principles: 1) the tractate Avos was written to instruct one who wanted to learn how to live
piously; and 2) the concept that its study between Pesach and Shavuos was intended to prepare
us for the acceptance of the Torah imply that the entire tractate is relevant to each of us in our
service of Gd.
