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Dispute over grazing land which would endanger them — prosaic and tactical consideration
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The dispute — over land — had implications for the success of Avraham’s mission
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Dispute...It stands to reason that the dispute broke out over grazing fields or wells...and the K'naani and Prizi...to
explain why the fields were insufficient for both of their grazing needs; besides the Canaanites, who were already
there, the Prizites joined this land. It seems that this point should have been made before v. 6; but it seems that the
text is expressing something else; since there were other nations around, this dispute was dangerous. It would be
very easy for these nations to appoint judges between them and enslave them (0191 1aR). This was another reason
to seek peace — and separation...
