Avraham and Yisrael does not recognize us, You are HaShem our Father, Your Name was always, ‘Our
Redeemer?’
HaShem will say to Avraham, ‘Your children have sinned to Me.’ He will say, ‘Master of the Universe, they should be
destroyed for the sanctity of Your Name!’
HaShem will say, ‘I will tell Yaakov, who had the pain of raising children and who may daven for mercy upon them.’
HaShem will say to Yaakov, ‘Your children have sinned to Me.” He will say, ‘Master of the Universe, they should be
destroyed for the sanctity of Your Name!’

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Lest one say that He only punishes for the shame of the righteous and not that of the wicked, we have found that He

punishes for the shame of the wicked; there was no hater of Gd and hater of Israel like Edom, and yet... And He
punished Moav measure for measure: They burned with fire and so it said, ‘I will send fire against Moav.”
