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Imagery of Yeshayah 6:3-7 (continued)

1. Talmud, Shabbat 119b
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For all who pray on Friday and say Vayechulu, the two ministering malachim which escort a person place their hands
on his head and say to him, “And your guilt will leave you, and your sin will be atoned.”

2. Talmud, Berachot 57a
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If one sees (barley kernels) se’orim in a dream, his sins leave (sar, as in, “And your guilt will leave you, and your sin
will be atoned.” Rabbi Zeira said: | did not leave Bavel for Israel until | saw barley kernels in a dream.

3. Talmud, Yevamot 49b
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Menasheh killed Yeshayah. Rava said: He judged him and executed him... [Menasheh] brought the tree and cut it up;
when he reached the mouth, [Yeshayah] died, for he said, “I dwell in a nation of impure lips.”

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A person might perform a great sin, or multiple sins, until the judgment before the Judge of Truth must be that the payment

of this sinner for these sins — which he performed willingly and knowingly — is that repentance be withheld from him. He

is not given an opportunity to repent from his evil, so that he will die and be destroyed because of his sins. This is what

Gd said via Yeshayahu, “Wrap in fat the heart of this nation, etfc.”

7. Ramban to Shemot 7:3
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In his wickedness, Pharaoh committed great evils to Israel for no cause, and he was sentenced to have the paths of
repentance withheld from him... And he was only judged for his earlier deeds.

8. Talmud, Rosh HaShanah 17b
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Repentance is great, for it tears up the decree against a person, as in Yeshayah 6:10. Rav Pappa said to Abbaye:

Perhaps that is only before the decree? He replied: The text says “And he would be healed” — what needs healing? The

decree.

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After the decree, Gd will not accept repentance to prevent the evil which has been decreed for this world.

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| tell you, “Listen,” and you do not set your heart to understand. And you see miracles | have performed for you, and
you do not set your heart to know Me.

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Then this verse can be explained for punishment and for consolation, and so we should read it two ways...

e Punishment:  “And a tenth will remain and return and be for burning, like the terebinth and the oak, which
leave a stump when the rest falls.”
e Consolation:  “And a tenth will remain... like the terebinth and the oak, which leave a stump when the rest

falls, its stump will be holy seed.”

13. Rashi to Chronicles Il 27:1
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For with all of the kings who preceded and followed him we find sin, except Yotam. David only with Uriah the Hittite,
Shlomo “His wives led his heart astray,” Rechavam “He abandoned the Torah of Gd,” Aviyah “He followed all of the
sins of his father”... But there was nothing wrong with Yotam.

14.Talmud, Succah 45b
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And Chizkiyah cited Rabbi Yirmiyahu, who cited Rabbi Shimon bar Yochai: | could exempt the entire world from

judgment, from the day | was born until now. If my son Eliezer would be with me, then from the day the world was

created until now. And if Yotam ben Uziahu were with us, then from the day the world was created until its end.
