1. Talmud, Pesachim 95b
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The text said, “The song will be for you, like the night sanctified for the festival” — The night sanctified for the festival
requires Hallel, the night that is not sanctified for the festival does not require Hallel.

2. 30:31-33 Assyria falls with music?

3. Malbim to Yeshayah 32:1
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All of this is in Chizkiyahu’s merit; he reigned not for war and conquering nations, only for righteousness, and to oversee
the nobles, to conduct their offices justly.

4. Rashi to Yeshayah 32:1
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“For righteousness the king will reign” — The law of the king is not to reign, but to practice just law.

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| don't know the meaning of the lamed in vasarim. It's like in Chronicles | 3:2 and Exodus 9:18.

8. Talmud, Sanhedrin 94b
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“And on that day his burden will leave your shoulder, and his yoke from your neck, and the yoke will be destroyed
before oil/strength. (10:27)" Rabbi Yitzchak Nafcha said: The yoke of Sancherev was destroyed before the oil of
Chizkiyahu, burning in the synagogues and study halls. What did he do2 He planted a sword at the entrance of the
study hall, and said, “Anyone who doesn’t study Torah will be stabbed with this sword.” They examined from Dan to
Beer Sheva and did not find anyone who was ignorant, from Gevet to Antiphres and did not find a boy or girl, man or
woman, who was not expert in the laws of tmah and faharah.

north] and their exile in the time of Hosheia ben Elah. The meaning of “the palace is abandoned” is about Shomron...

the time of Chizkiyahu, after the plague upon the Assyrian camp.

aroused to remove him from there and exile him from His residence.
