Communicating tumah in a winepress (our last wine sugyal)
e Machloket Rebbe and R’ Chiya:
o View 1: Only the contacted bunch of grapes, and the bunches around it, become tamei®
o View 2: Everything in the winepress is tamei
e Challenge to View 1: Regarding an olive-grinding press, tumat sheretz spreads everywhere through the oill
o Answer: In our case, the bunches of grapes obstruct the flow of tumah
e Practical application: The rabbanan told R’ Yirmiyah, or his son, to follow the lenient view”

Mishnah: Kashering kelim
e When buying used kelim from akum
o Items that would normally not need kashering if they were used with treif — Just tovel them 8
o ltems that would normally need hagalah if they were used with treif — Do hagalah
o ltems that would normally need libun if they were used with treif — Do libun
= This includes spits
e Knives — Shave off the outer layer, and you're done
