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Tefillah, Week 1: Tefillah vs. Korban? = ":
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In our parshah, the Torah continues to spell out the laws of the korbanot. Further along we will deal with the
connection between korbanot and prayers as per the principle established by Rabbi Yehoshua ben Levi: “The prayers
were established parallel to the femidin (korbanot).” (Berachot 26b) Meaning, our Sages enacted the prayers as a
replacement for the korbanot which were halted with the destruction of the Beit haMikdash.

2. Daniel 6:11
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And when Daniel learned that the text had been recorded, he ascended to his house, which had windows open in its

upper floor opposite Jerusalem, and three times each day he would kneel on his knees and pray and thank before Gd,

as he had done before this.

3. Talmud, Megilah 17b
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Shimon haPekuli arranged eighteen blessings before Rabban Gamliel in Yavneh. Rabbi Yochanan said, or it was

taught in a braita: 120 sages, including several prophets, set the structure of the eighteen blessings.

4. Rambam, Mishneh Torah, Hilchot Tefillah 1:4
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When the Jews were exiled among the nations during the time of evil Nevuchadnezzar, they mixed among the
Persians, Greeks and other societies. Their children were born in the lands of the nations, and their languages were
confused, the language of each a mixture of many languages. When one would speak, he could not recite all he
needed to say in one tongue, but in a mixture of tongues... When Ezra and his court observed this, they enacted
eighteen structured blessings. The three initial blessings praise G-d, and the three closing blessings are of thanks. The
infermediate blessings contain requests for all needs, as central blessings meant to include all individual and
communal needs. This way, the prayers would be structured in the mouths of each person, and each person would
learn the prayers, and so the prayers of these poor speakers would be complete, like the prayers of people whose
command of the language is pure...

5. Mishnah, Tamid 5:1 (as explained by Rambam)
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The designee said to them, “Bless one blessing [Ahavat Olam],” and they blessed. They recited the Ten Devarim,

Shema, v’Hayah im shamoa, Vayomer. They blessed the nation with three blessings: Emet v'Yatziv, Avodah (Retzeh),

and Birkat Kohanim (Sim Shalom). And on Shabbat they added a blessing for the departing shift.

13. Mishnah Shevuot 2:2 (14a-b)
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Whether one entered the azarah or the area added to the azarah [in impurity, one was liable], for we only add to the
city or the azarot with a king, prophet, vrim v’tummim, Sanhedrin of 71 judges, two fodah offerings and singing, and
the court walks, with the two foda#h offerings behind them, and all Israel behind them. The inner offering is eaten, and
the outer offering is burned. And if it is not done with all of this, one who enters that space [while impure] is not liable.
