Israel's High Court of Justice on Tuesday approved levying communal and religious punishments, known as
Rabbeinu Tam sanctions, against a man who refuses to divorce his wife....The decision was made following
an appeal that two get refusers had filed against the recommendation of religious courts to ostracize
them...The court voted 5-2 that the religious courts did not exceed their authority when they publicly called
on the community to distance themselves from the get refusers, not to trade or pray with them, and not
to "give them any honors" until they set their wives free. ...The two appellants in the case, Oded Gez and
an unnamed husband, both fled Israel and have refused to give their wives gets for years. Such women are
known as Agunot, or chained wives. The court even approved shaming against Gez, a former physicist who
taught at Tel Aviv University.
