Without power, there is no police
force capable of defending the innocent, no court capable of doing justice, no army
capable of wresting peace from the aggressor ... Morality requires power, and morality
on a vast scale requires power on a vast scale.

Politics is “dirty”. That is, people who are not known to lie, cheat, defraud, deceive,
break agreements, blackmail, ... suddenly find themselves doing so and more when
political power is at stake. Politics is dirty because it is in fact impure ... But this does
not make it immoral.

Angels are routinely used by the midrash to express an objective rational truth, even where God
disagrees. ... the angels protest the akeida as being “foreign” to God (ibid. 56,5) — meaning, not
in accordance with Divine justice. In our widrash, the angel’s tears express the objective tragedy of
the akeida — the world, its spiritual foundations, weep at the sight of a father sacrificing his son.
Yitzchak was witness and victim — willing victim but victim nonetheless — of this act. He felt the
tears of the angels, the tragedy and sadness of existence in a world where such an act is possible,

... Is it any wonder Yitzchak was unable to reject a son, even Hisav?
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
