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INTRODUCTION TO THE BOOK OF TWELVE PROPHETS

With the exception of Obadiah's prophecies, the Book of Twelve Prophets spans a period of approximately 300 years

from the reign of Uzziah King of Judah and of Jeroboam II King of Israel (circa 3115) until the building of the

Second Temple (circa 3408). Obadiah lived 100 years earlier, during King Ahab's reign (Sanhedrin 39b). The

majority of the verses in the Book of Twelve Prophets are enigmatic and metaphorical, alluding to past and future

crucial events that drive home the most elemental themes of the Torah: that Hashem is the only true God, and the

Israelites are His chosen people, if they continue to sin He will punish them severely, but if they repent and do His

Will they will merit every blessing. With the exception of the Book of Jonah, the Book of Twelve Prophets contains

almost no narrative.

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The entire Book of Obadiah describes the Edomite nation's severe punishment for the treachery they committed

against Israel. History corroborates the extent of Edom's animosity towards the Israelites. Even in earlier times, during

the period of the Judges, the Amalekites (descendants of Esau) and Edomites were Israel's foremost enemies (see

Judges 6:3, 10:2; I Samuel 14:47). Obadiah's prophecy foresees that Edom will also be the last of Israel's enemies to

fall, as in the verse, "The saviors will ascend Mount Zion to rule Mount Esau. Then, the kingdom will be God's!"
