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1. Bereishit 6:18
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And | will uphold My covenant with you, and you will come to the boat, you and your sons and your wife and your
sons' wives with you.

2. Midrash, Bereishit Rabbah 31:16
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"And | will uphold My covenant with you"
e You need a covenant for the produce you are bringing in, that it should not rot, become moldy or become
altered.
e You need a covenant:
o The mighty ones, one of them would put his foot over the depths and seal them and his hand over the
window and seal it, [but] when he tried to enter the boat his feet lost their footing, as Job 26:5 says,
"The Refaim will tremble [or: be born, or: become corpses] beneath the water and its inhabitants."
o The lion tried to enter the boat and his teeth were set on edge, as Job 4:10 says, "The roar of the lion,
the voice of the young lion, and the teeth of the youngest lions are broken."
e Rabbi Chiyya bar Abba said: You were a [mere] carpenter; if not for My covenant with you, you could not
have entered the boat. Thus it says, "And | will uphold My covenant with you". When2 When you enter the
boat.

3. lyov 4:89
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As | have observed, those who plow sin and plant struggle will reap it. Via Gd's breath they will be lost, and from the
wind of His anger they will be destroyed.

4. lyov 26:5-8
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The Refaim will tremble [or: be born, or: become corpses] beneath the water and its inhabitants. The depths are bare

before Him, and there is no cover for the place of destruction. He extends the north over foAu, He suspends the land

over nothingness. He binds up water in His clouds, and no cloud splits open beneath them.

5. Bereishit 14:5
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Kedarla'omer and his associate kings came and struck the Refaim in Ashterot Karnayim, and the Zuzim with them,
and the £imim in Shaveh Kiryatayim.

6. Devarim 2:20
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It is also considered the land of the Refaim; the Refaim lived there before, and the Amonites call them Zamzumim.



7. Devarim 2:10-11
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The Eimim lived there before, a large and great nation, mighty like giants. They are also considered Refaim, like the
giants, and the Moabites call them Eimim.

8. Devarim 3:11
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For only Og, King of Bashan, remained from the remnant of the Refaim. His bed was of iron; isn't it in Rabbah, of the

Amonites? It is nine cubits long and four cubits wide, by a human cubit.

9. Yeshayah 14:9
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The depths from below tremble for you, to greet your arrival. The Refaim are awakened for you, all of the leaders of
the land. All of the kings of the nations are raised from their thrones.

10. Metzudat Tzion to lyov 26:5
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The Refaim — So are the dead called, because they are weakened (197) via the malach of death.

11. Rashi to lyov 26:5
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The Refaim — Gehennom weakens (71577) creatures.

12.lbn Ezra to lyov 26:5
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Even the Refaim, the dead, Gd will make them tremble (birth them?) under the water and the residents of the earth.
This refers to the seeds...

13. Four connections
e From an earlier time, and not from Noach
e They tremble beneath the water due to Divine might
e The water context
e Will become corpses
