"When Ephraim spoke, there was trembling." The sages said: The prophet's vision was only of Chiel, who was great
and wealthy, and his father was of Ephraim. When he saw the deeds that Achav's wife Izevel bat Yerubaal had
persuaded him to do, he denied Gd and the Torah of Moshe, and he built (2) and gave himself to the idolatry that
Izevel had established atop Mount Carmel, to anger Eliyahu who prayed to Gd on Mount Carmel.

And when Eliyahu came before Achav to test the prophets of Baal and the priests of the altars, and the prophets of
Baal knew that the Baal possessed no power to produce fire independently, what did Chiel do2 He stood opposite the
prophets of Baal and told them, "Be strong and stand against Eliyahu, and | will act in such a way that it will appear
that Baal is sending fire to you." What did he do2 He took two stones in his hand, and a bunch of flax, and he
entered the innards of the Baal, which was hollow. He struck the stones against each other to ignite the flax. Eliyahu,
through ruach hakodesh, realized what was happening, and he said, "Gd, | have asked a great thing of You and You
did it, when You restored the soul of the son of the woman of Tzarfat. Now, | ask You to remove the soul of that
wicked one in the innards of the Baal." Immediately, Gd instructed a serpent to bite him on his heel, and he died.
Thus Amos 9:3 says, "[I saw Gd standing atop the altar, and He declared...] And if they hide atop Mount Carmel
[there | will seek them out and | will take them]."
