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Indirect Transfers of Taste
Nat-bar-Nat D’Heteirah
Fish that were cooked or fried in a meat pot that was washed well that has no fats stuck to it, you are allowed to eat it with a dairy dish because it is Noten Ta’am bar Noten Ta’am L’Heteirah (Trasfer of taste to transfer of taste of permitted foods). If the pot or pan was not washed well, if it has attached to it food which is more than 1/60th of the fish, it is prohibited to eat with the dairy dish.

· This does not apply to non-Kosher foods whose tastes were absorbed.

· One is not allowed to do this intentionally. This is only telling us what the status of the food is after this was mistakenly done (see Shach 95:3).

The (Ashkenazik) custom is to prohibit this l’chachticalah, but to permit it b’dieved. This is only in regard to eating with an actual meat or dairy product, but if it’s only in a vessel that is meat or dairy, then it is permitted fully. And that is the custom. Also, if it was merely placed on a vessel of the other type, then you can still eat it. Also, if the pot or pan had not been used in 24 hours, the custom is to fully permit it.

...However, if the food item (that we are currently cooking, not that was absorbed into the pot Shach 95:7) contains a Davar Charif (Sharp tasting item), then even if the pot hasn’t been used in 24 hours, the food is completely prohibited unless there is 60 times more of the food being cooked compared to the amount of food that whose taste was absorbed into the pot.

What are “sharp foods”?: Garlic, onions, leek, horseradish, olives, sour fruits or vegetables (such as lemons, sour apples, pickled vegetables, etc.), sauerkraut, salted herring, pepper, sharp paprika. Many foods are “questionable sharp foods” and a question should be asked to the Rabbi if a question arises.

If one puts a dairy dish in the oven on top of a meat dish, the steam from the bottom dish rises, is absorbed into the upper pot and makes it prohibited. Ramah: This is only if the upper dish was uncovered and the steam rose up and reached the open pot. And also the two dishes must be close enough that steam will be Yad Soledet Bo when it reaches the other. If not, it is permitted…However, we should avoid these situations whenever possible.   –Yoreh Deah, 92:8
