9) The Laws of Cooking and Warming Food on Shabbat, p. 69

Pouring hot liquid onto cold food on Shabbat is prohibited, as one is cooking the upper peel of the
food (Tosafot), or the entire food (Ri). We do not follow the opinion of the Rashbam, that pouring is

like keli sheni- which does not cook, for either the purposes of Shabbat or  kashrut. The Rama,
however, seems to hold like the Rashbam in on kashrut case, that of pouring hot water over both meat
and dairy utensils.
