On the Cognitive Benefits of Teaching

John A. Bargh and Yaacov Schul

Peer-tutorial programs are increasingly being employed in American class-
rooms. There have been several reports that tutors benefit from these pro-
grams even more than tutees. Despite these findings, we know little about the
cognitive effects of teaching. This study explored possible reasons for their
occurrence. In Experiment 1, one group of undergraduates studied verbal
material to learn it themselves while another group studied the material to
teach it to another person (N = 42). Subjects who were preparing to teach
scored reliably higher than control subjects on a subsequent retention test.
Experiment 2 was concerned with the actual teacher-student interaction.
For both a verbal and a problem-solving task, subjects (N = 121) either
worked alone, verbalized their thoughts aloud, or taught another person the
task while performing. There were no reliable performance differences be-
tween conditions on either task. It is tentatively concluded that cognitive
benefits of teaching do exist and result from the teacher’s utilization of a dif-
ferent method of study.
